attended an interview, deemed successful and completed the mandatory pre-placement paperwork.

e Students will be expected to attend their placement hours during the semester and more frequently
during non-teaching periods.

e All students are expected to have a continual enrolment and engagement as part of the Internship.

Undergraduate Students are expected:-

e To attend approximately 12 - 16 hours a week (1 to 2 days) of placement hours.

e To complete 90 CP of WIL as part of the Internship.

e To complete their placement hours and internship requirements within 2 - 2.5 years duration.
